¢ Funding Update
o New numbers are out for the Federal fiscal year with $2.7 billion collected bringing the
collected balance to $8.0 hillion in Federal VOCA. Thisisthe largest number, in theory,
that has been set aside to use for victims' services.
o Itisbelieved therewill likely be afight to keep the cap where it currently is.
0 Federal VOCA may aso have some of the money earmarked.

out of court so there is nothing to report.

The Juvenile Directors were very enthusiastic
about the fina version and the collaboration of this project.

use of the Victims' Rights Request Form and Victims' Rights in the Juvenile Justice System
brochure.
