If a parent is an enrolled member of any
Tribe, we want to ensure that is reflected
in our records. Please let us know if either
parent is an enrolled Tribal member. This
helps us determine if we or the Tribe will
provide services.

We can help by:

» Reaching out to Tribal courts, child
support, and assistance programs,
and child support programs in other
states

» Locating absent parents
»  Establishing parentage

»  Establishing, modifying, and collecting
payments for support orders




Tribal Liaisons

Tribal liaisons work with each Tribe
located in Oregon. The goal of the Tribal
liaisons is to:

» Be a direct contact for Tribal
employees and Tribal members
regarding child support issues.

»  Provide technical assistance and
training to both Oregon Child Support
Program and Tribal employees.

»  Partner with Tribal child support and
self-sufficiency programs.

»  Provide input on Tribal-specific child
support policies and procedures.
