Funds will be used by Salem Police Department’s Domestic Violence Response Team (DVRT) to
assist victims of domestic violence, sexual assault, and stalking in the City of Salem at the time of
police contact and offender arrest. The goal is to provide focused community response, resources,
and intervention to heighten victim safety and offender accountability. DVRT offers 24-hour on-scene
response to victims by primary or back-up advocates who provide victims with information on victim's
rights, offender arrest/release procedures, the Criminal Justice System, crisis intervention, safety
planning, problem solving, offer emotional support and provide a link to local resources. The goal in
2026 is to reach 475 victims on-scene, or by phone when scene circumstances are such that it would

Funds will be used to support a specialized prosecution unit that will handle cases of domestic
violence, sexual assault, dating violence and stalking in order to increase the safety of victims and
hold offenders accountable for their crimes. A .17 FTE Bilingual Victim Assistant, a .60 FTE
prosecutor, and a 0.04 FTE Grant Coordinator to coordinate the Strangulation Kit Training with the
contracted Rapid SAVE Investigation SANE to provide the training to criminal justice personnel. Funds
will also support the Bilingual Victim Assistant to provide services to victims, coordinate cases with the
Prosecutor, and directly refer victims to the Bilingual Saving Grace Advocate; and the after-hours
emergency victim assistant response program will provide safety planning and emergency services.

Purpose

This project will fund two positions and would be a continuation from the previous grant award. A grant
funded .75 FTE Family Violence Program (FVP)- Direct Services Coordinator and match
supported 1.0 FTE FVP- Underserved Communities Outreach Coordinator. Both positions will
participate in local MDTs, work groups and committees whose shared focus is on improving services
to victims of domestic violence. Funds will also serve to strengthen and increase victims' advocacy
and safety in collaboration with VAD programs, increase the number of trained and qualified DV
advocates for victims of domestic violence and stalking through the criminal justice system, and
expand and strengthen our community outreach to victims of underserved, marginalized and
oppressed communities. The program will provide comprehensive services to victims of Domestic
Violence, Sexual Assault, Stalking and Strangulation, focus on community outreach to victims of
domestic violence with an emphasis on the underserved, marginalized and oppressed communities,
cultivate strong working relationships with our partner agencies through collaboration. Collaboration
partners include the Center for Hope and Safety, Salem Police Department DV Response Team, and
Parole and Probation victim services. The program also intends to train new advocates to serve
victims individually and learn their needs and how they’d like to receive services by emphasizing the
importance of identifying barriers. In this project period we expect to service more than 335 victims
with felony domestic violence cases along with services on 500 misdemeanor cases. There is $36,169
in matching funds which includes a .25 FTE cash match.

This project will fund a 1 FTE experienced Deputy District Attorney within MCDA’s Domestic
Violence Unit (.50 grant and .50 match funded) dedicated to increasing prosecution of domestic
violence crimes against victims from underserved communities and Tribal Nations (TN). The VAWA
DDA will assist victims through referrals, case consultation, investigative assistance, case review, and
prosecution of specialized cases. The VAWA DDA will have direct contact with traditional underserved
communities and TN victims, coordinate services with law enforcement, advocates and project
partners to ensure long-term victim safety. The position will expand awareness of the services
provided at MCDA. This project connects enhanced domestic violence prosecution services with
system and community partners that serve the diverse populations targeted by this project. It ensures
cross training, information sharing, and support services that meet the unique needs of these
survivors. The MOU participants are the Portland Police Detective Division Special Victims Unit (SVU),
Bradley Angle (BA), Disability Awareness Resource Team (DART), The Gateway Center for Domestic
Violence (GC), and the Immigrant and Refugee Community Organization (IRCO). A total of $28,220
indirect costs and $44,441 in match funds. Purpose Area (s): 1, 2, 3, 4, 9, 14, and 19.

Purpose

The SATF’'s Law Enforcement (LE) & Prosecutor (pros) Training Project will improve the criminal
justice response to sexual assault victims by strengthening the ability of local LE and prosecutors to
keep sexual assault victims safe and hold offenders accountable, benefiting the broader community.
The project will prioritize coastal, rural/frontier communities and hold training in geographically
strategic areas and provide travel scholarships to professionals from coastal, rural/frontier areas to
facilitate broader participation. Five trainings during the one-year award will include 100 law
enforcement and 63 prosecutors. Project goals are: Oregon's capacity to effectively implement a
coordinated community response will improve the criminal justice system's ability to appropriately
respond to victims of sexual assault as SATI provides training and TA to LE and pros in Oregon; and
Oregon's capacity to effectively implement a coordinated community response will improve the
criminal justice system's ability to appropriately respond to victims of sexual assault as SATI provides
training and TA to SARTSs in Oregon. Major activities include providing sexual assault specific training
for LE and prosecution; the provision of sexual assault specific training for SARTS; the provision of TA
and support, upon request, to local SARTSs; the provision of TA and support to individual SART
members, upon request. Funds will support a .15 FTE Advocacy Coordinator, .05 Communications
and Outreach Director, .66 Sexual Assault Training Institute Coordinator, and a .05 FTE Executive
Director.

This project supports a 1.0 FTE DV Resource Prosecutor and four trainings free of cost to
participants for state, county and tribal prosecutors, law enforcement officers, and criminal justice
partners. There are two prosecution specific trainings DV Academy (3.5 days for 35 prosecutors and
optional LE). A separate training, DV Day is a one-day training for 60 prosecutors that occurs in -
conjunction with the Oregon District Attorneys' Association Summer Conference. These trainings
specifically focus on prosecutors who handle primarily DV, sexual assault, dating violence, and
stalking cases. One Forensic Experiential Trauma Interview (FETI) trainings for 30 law enforcement
officers (and may include up to 23 other criminal justice partners with discretionary funding. A two-day
Expert Witness training for 15 — 20 prosecutors, advocates, forensic nurses and other system partners
to strengthen the use of expert witness testimony in domestic violence and sexual assault
prosecutions. This grant would also support the facilitation of the statewide Domestic Violence Fatality
Review Team to allow team members to participate in DV fatality reviews twice a calendar year, in
order to provide recommendations to the community and state to help reduce DV fatalities. A total of
$55,665 in matching funds includes a .25 FTE for the Domestic Violence Resource Prosecutor
(DVRP) position. A portion of this grant is dedicated to SA with a total of $113,556 sexual assault
set aside. Purpose Area (s): 1, 2, and 7.
